The Project Work presentations delivered by the participating Student groups on May 26, 2026, were evaluated by the instructors according to the criteria indicated in the Project Work Guidelines.
The presentations were evaluated on the basis of the following aspects: accuracy of content, clarity and organization, depth of understanding, quality of visual material, equal participation of group members, and communication skills. The Project Work presentation received an evaluation grade according to the following scale:
· Excellent: 9 points
· Very good: 8 points
· Good: 5 points
· Satisfactory: 3 points
· Minimum pass: 1 point
The final Project Work presentation score will contribute to the overall average grade of the successfully passed modules as follows: 
Excellent–Very good (9–6 points) = +3 grade points; 
Good–Satisfactory (5–3 points) = +2 grade points; 
Minimum pass (2–1 points) = +1 grade point.
Only participating Students who have successfully passed all the Written Test Modules will be eligible for the additional grade points derived from the Project Work presentation.
For participating Students who have not passed one or more written test modules, the Project Work evaluation will be retained and taken into account once all required modules have been successfully passed.
