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Peer review

In the context of scientific research, the peer review indicates the procedure for selecting the articles or
research projects proposed by members of the scientific community, carried out through an expert evaluation
by specialists in the sector to verify their suitability for scientific publication in specialized journals (avoiding
errors, distortions or biases, plagiarisms or real hoaxes, fraud or scientific scams) or, in the case of projects, to
finance them.

Publishers and funding agencies therefore use the peer review technique to select the proposals received. This
process forces authors to adapt to the best quality levels of their discipline, or to the specific requirements of
the magazine, or the funding agency. Publications and research projects that have not been subjected to a peer
review are generally not considered scientifically valid by researchers and professionals in the field, except after
any and accurate checks. Peer evaluation was born together with the growth and editorial standardization of
scientific journals, it is not without defects and proposals for improvement, but in fact this system is the one
that has most contributed to the development of scientific knowledge, verified through a scientific method, in
modern society with the affirmation of a scientific consensus over time around the various issues hand in hand
with the respective experimental tests.



Peer review - operation

The peer review submits the work or ideas of an author to the scrutiny of one or more experts in the same
sector. Each of these experts provides its own evaluation (usually method evaluations or search for valid
evidence), also including suggestions for any improvement to an editor or another intermediary (typically,
most evaluations are also communicated to the author same). Evaluations usually include explicit
recommendations on the manuscript or proposal text, often chosen from options proposed by the newspaper
or publisher. Most of these recommendations fall into the following:

the job is accepted without reservation;

the work is accepted, as long as the author improves it in certain aspects;
the work is rejected, but a revision and a re-proposal is encouraged;

the job is rejected without appeal.

In this process, the expert opinion is only consultative and the publisher assumes no formal obligation to
accept its conclusions. Furthermore, in scientific publications, the experts do not work in a group, do not
communicate with each other and are normally not aware of the identities of the other experts. Normally
there is no need for experts to make a consensual judgment.

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This depends on what type of work you are writing, how you are using the borrowed
material, and the expectations of your instructor.

First, you have to think about how you want to identify your sources. If your sources are
very important to your ideas, you should mention the author and work in a sentence that
intfroduces your citation. If, however, you are only citing the source to make a minor point,
you may consider using parenthetical references, footnotes, or endnotes.

There are also different forms of citation for different disciplines. For example, when you
Cite sources in a psychology paper you would probably use a different form of citation
than you might in a paper for an English class.

Finally, you should always consult your instructor to determine the form of citation
appropriate for your paper. You can save a lot of time and energy simply by asking "How
should | cite my sources,” or "What style of citation should | use?2" before you begin writing.

In the following sections, we will take you step-by-step through some general guidelines for
cifing sources.



O The first fime you cite a source, it is almost always a good idea to mention its
author(s), title, and genre (book, article, or web page, etc.). If the source s
central to your work, you may want to infroduce it in a separate sentence or
two, summarizing its importance and main ideas. But often you can just tag
this information onto the beginning or end of a sentence. For example, the

following sentence puts information about the author and work before the
quotation:

» Milan Kundera, in his book The Art of the Novel, suggests that “if the novel should really
disappear, it will do so not because it has exhausted its powers but because it exists in a
world grown alien to it.”



You may also want to describe the author(s) if they are not famous, or if you
have reason to believe your reader does not know them. You should say
whether they are economic analysts, artists, physicists, etc. If you do not know
anything about the author, and cannot find any information, it is best to say
where you found the source and why you believe it is credible and worth citing.
For example,

In an essay presented at an Asian Studies conference held at Duke University,
Sheldon Geron analyzes the relation of state, labor-unions, and small businesses in
Japan between 1950s and 1980s.

If you have already infroduced the author and work from which you are citing,
and you are obviously referring to the same work, you probably don't need to
mention them again. However, if you have cited other sources and then go
back to one you had cited earlier, it is a good idea to mention at least the
author's name again (and the work if you have referred to more than one by
this author) fo avoid confusion.



Taking the exact words from an original source is called quoting. You should quote
material when you believe the way the original author expresses an idea is the most
effective means of communicating the point you want to make. If you want to
borrow an idea from an author, but do not need his or her exact words, you should
try paraphrasing instead of quoting.

O How Often Should | Quote?

Most of the fime, paraphrasing and summarizing your sources is sufficient (but
remember that you sfill have to cite theml). If you think it's important fo quote
something, an excellent rule of thumb is that for every line you quote, you should
have at least two lines analyzing it.



O How Do | Incorporate Quotations in My Paper?

Most of the fime, you can just identify a source and quote from it, as in the first example
above. Sometimes, however, you will need to modity the words or format of the
quotation in order to fit in your paper. Whenever you change the original words of your
source, you must indicate that you have done so. Otherwise, you would be claiming the
original author used words that he or she did not use. But be careful not o change too
many words! You could accidentally change the meaning of the quotation and falsely
claim the author said something they did not.

For example, let's say you want to quote from the following passage in an essay called
"United Shareholders of Americaq,"” by Jacob Weisberg:

» The citizen-investor serves his fellow citizens badly by his inclination to withdraw
from the community. He tends to serve himself badly as well. He does so by
focusing his pursuit of happiness on something that very seldom makes people
happy in the way they expect it to.



When you quote, you generally want to be as concise as possible. Keep only the material
that is strictly relevant to your own ideas. So here you would not want to quote the middle
sentence, since it is repeated again in the more informative last sentence. However, just
skipping it would not work -- the final sentence would not make sense without it. So, you
have to change the wording a little bit. In order to do so, you will need to use some editing
symbols. Your quotation might end up looking like this:

In his essay, “United Shareholders of America,” Jacob Weisberg insists that “The
citizen-investor serves his fellow citizens badly by his inclination to withdraw from the
community. He tends to serve himself badly... by focusing his pursuit of happiness on
something that very seldom makes people happy in the way they expect it to.”

to
“He tends to serve himself badly...by focusing his pursuit of happiness on [money].”

The brackets around the word [money] indicate that you have substituted that word for
other words the author used. To make a substitution this important, however, you had better
be sure that [money] is what the final phrase meant -- if the author intentionally left it
ambiguous, you would be significantly altering his meaning. That would make you guilty of
fraudulent attribution. In this case, however, the paragraph following the one quoted
explains that the author is referring to money, so it is okay.



Quoting within Quotes

When you have "embedded quotes,” or quotations within quotations, you should switch
from the normal quotation marks (") to single quotation marks (') fo show the difference.
For example, if an original passage by John Archer reads:

The Mountain Coyote has been described as a “wily” and “single-minded”
predator by zoologist Lma Warner.

your quotation might look like this:

As John Archer explains, “The Mountain Coyote has been described as a 'wily' and
'single-minded' predator by zoologist Lma Warner.”

How Do | Include Long Quotes in My Paper?¢

The exact formatting requirements for long quotations differ depending on the citation
style. In general, however, if you are quoting more than 3 lines of material, you should do
the following:

The exact formatting requirements for long quotations differ depending on the citation
style. In general, however, if you are quoting more than 3 lines of material, you should do
the following: change the font to one noticeably smaller (in a document that is mostly 12
point font, you should use a 10 point font, for example)

double indent the quotation -- that means adjusting the left and right margins so
that they are about one inch smaller than the main body of your paper

If you have this option in your word-processor, "left-justify” the text. That means make
it so that each line begins in the same place, creating a straight line on the left side
of the quotation, while the right side is jagged

do NOT use quotation marks for the entire quotation -- the graphic changes you
have made already (changing the font, double indenting, etc.) are enough to
indicate that the material is guoted. For quotations within that quotation, use normal
quotation marks, not single ones

you might want to skip 1.5 times the line-spacing you are using in the document
before you begin the quotation and after it. This is optional and depends on the style
preferred by your instructor



For example, a properly-formatted long quotation in a document might look like this:

Akutagawa complicates the picture of picture of himself as mere “reader on the
verge of writing his own text,” by having his narrated persona actually finish
authoring the work in wich he appears. In the forty-ninth segment of the text,
entitled "A Stuffed Swan,” he writes: Using all of his remaining strength, he fried to
write his autobiography. Yet it was not an easy task for him. This was due to his still
ingering sense of pride and skepticism... After finishing “A Fool's Life,” he
accidentally discovered a suffered swan in a used goods store. Although it stood
with its head raised, even its yellowed wings had been eaten by insects. He
thought of his entire life and felt tears and cruel laughter welling up inside. All that
remained for him was madness or suicide.With this gesture Akutagawa ironizes
the impossibility of truly writing the self by emphasizing the inevitable split that
must occur between writing and written “self,” the Akutagawa still writing “A
Fool's Life” cannot possibly be identical with the narrated persona which has
finished the work.



O What's a Bibliography<¢

A bibliography is a list of all of the sources you have used in the process of
researching your work. In general, a bibliography should include:

* the authors' names
+ the titles of the works

* the names and locations of the companies that published your copies of the
sources

* the dates your copies were published

* the page numbers of your sources (if they are part of multi-source volumes)



What Are Footnotes?

Footnotes are notes placed at the bottom of a page. They cite references or comment on a
designated part of the text above it. For example, say you want to add an interesting
comment fo a sentence you have written, but the comment is not directly related to the
argument of your paragraph. In this case, you could add the symbol for a footnote. Then, at
the bottom of the page you could reprint the symbol and insert your comment. Here is an
example:

This is an illustration of a footnote.1 The number “1” at the end of the previous
sentence corresponds with the note below. See how it fits in the body of the text?

1 At the bottom of the page you can insert your comments about the sentence
preceding the fooftnote.

When your reader comes across the footnote in the main text of your paper, he or she could
look down at your comments right away, or else continue reading the paragraph and read
your comments at the end. Because this makes it convenient for your reader, most citation
styles require that you use either foothotes or endnotes in your paper. Some, however, allow
you to make parenthetical references (author, date) in the body of your work.



Footnotes are not just for interesting comments, however. Sometimes they simply refer to
relevant sources -- they let your reader know where certain material came from or where
they can look for other sources on the subject. To decide whether you should cite your
sources in footnotes or in the body of your paper, you should ask your instructor or see our
section on citation styles.

O Where Does the Little Footnote Mark Go?

Whenever possible, put the footnote at the end of a sentence, immediately following the
period or whatever punctuation mark completes that sentence. Skip two spaces after the
footnote before you begin the next sentence. If you must include the footnote in the middle
of a sentence for the sake of clarity, or because the sentence has more than one footnote
(try to avoid thisl), fry to put it at the end of the most relevant phrase, after a comma or
other punctuation mark. Otherwise, put it right at the end of the most relevant word. If the
foothote is not at the end of a sentence, skip only one space after if.

O What's the Difference between Footnotes and Endnotes?

The only real difference is placement -- footnotes appear at the bottom of the relevant
page, while endnotes all appear at the end of your document. If you want your reader to
read your notes right away, footnotes are more likely to get your reader's attention.
Endnotes, on the other hand, are less infrusive and will not interrupt the flow of your paper.



O If I Cite Sources in the Footnotes (or Endnotes), How's that Different from a
Bibliography?

Sometimes you may be asked to include these -- especially if you have used a
parenthetical style of citation. A "works cited" page is a list of all the works from
which you have borrowed material. Your reader may find this more convenient
than footnotes or endnotes because he or she will not have to wade through all of
the comments and other information in order to see the sources from which you
drew your material. A "works consulted” page is a complement to a "works cited"
page, listing all of the works you used, whether they were useful or nof.
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Is software for

(references) as well as managing project references either as a company or an
individual.[1] Once a citation has been recorded, it can be used time and again in
generatfing bibliographies, such as lists of references in scholarly books, arficles and
essays. The development of reference management packages has been driven by
the rapid expansion of scientfific literature.

These software packages normally consist of a database in which full bibliographic
references can be entered, plus a system for generating selective lists of articles in
the different formats required by publishers and scholarly journals. Modern reference
management packages can usually be integrated with word processors so that a
reference list in the appropriate format is produced automatically as an article is
written, reducing the risk that a cited source is not included in the reference list. They
will also have a facility for importing the details of publications from bibliographic
databases.

Social media are interactive computer-mediated technologies that facilitate the creation or sharing of information,
ideas, career interests and other forms of expression via virtual communities and networks. The variety of stand-
alone and built-in social media services currently available introduces challenges of definition; however, there are
some common features:
= Social media are interactive Web 2.0 Internet-based applications;
= User-generated content such as text posts or comments, digital photos or videos, and data generated
through all online interactions, is the lifeblood of social media;
= Users create service-specific profiles and identities for the website or app that are designed and maintained
by the social media organization;
= Social media facilitate the development of online social networks by connecting a user's profile with those of
other individuals or groups.
Users usually access social media services via web-based apps on desktops and laptops, or download services that
offer social media functionality to their mobile devices (e.g., smartphones and tablets). As users engage with these
electronic services, they create highly interactive platforms through which individuals, communities, and
organizations can share, co-create, discuss, participate and modify user-generated content or self-curated content
posted online.



Networks formed through social media change the way groups of people interact and communicate or stand with
the votes. They "introduce substantial and pervasive changes to communication between organizations,
communities, and individuals."[1] These changes are the focus of the emerging fields of technoself studies. Social
media differ from paper-based media (e.g., magazines and newspapers) and traditional electronic media such as TV
broadcasting, Radio broadcasting in many ways, including quality,[5] reach, frequency, interactivity, usability,
immediacy, and performance. Social media outlets operate in a dialogic transmission system (many sources to many
receivers).[6] This is in contrast to traditional media which operates under a mono-logic transmission model (one
source to many receivers), such as a newspaper which is delivered to many subscribers, or a radio station which
broadcasts the same programs to an entire city. Some of the most popular social media websites, with over 100
million registered users, include Facebook (and its associated Facebook Messenger), TikTok, WeChat, Instagram,
QZone, Weibo, Twitter, Tumblr, Baidu Tieba, LinkedIn and VK. Other popular platforms that are sometimes referred
to as social media services (differing on interpretation) include YouTube, QQ, Quora, Telegram, WhatsApp, LINE,
Snapchat, Pinterest, Viber, Reddit, Discord and more.

Observers have noted a wide range of positive and negative impacts of social media use. Social media can help to
improve an individual's sense of connectedness with real or online communities and can be an effective
communication (or marketing) tool for corporations, entrepreneurs, non-profit organizations, advocacy groups,
political parties, and governments.

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What is Citizen Science

Citizen science is a process by which everyday people take an active
role in scientific discovery, joining forces with researchers to answer
important science questions. Harnessing a collective curiosity and
employing common technology, citizen scientists work with
professional researchers to learn about our world more quickly and
comprehensively than ever before. Anyone can participate in citizen
science and projects can take many forms: counting backyard birds to
assess climate change, searching satellite images for new galaxies, and
playing video games to fight diseases are just a few ways that citizen
scientists directly contribute to cutting edge research spearheaded by
universities, museums, and other major institutions.



Citizen science projects often arise when a research team makes a public call for
assistance to help answer a question. For example, in July 2007, astronomers faced
the task of classifying one million galaxies that had been imaged by the Sloan Digital
Sky Survey. They realized that even if all the astronomers in the world only classified
galaxies for the rest of their lives it would still take 200 years to complete the work, so
they created the Galaxy Zoo project and invited the public to help. Within 24 hours,
they were receiving 70,000 classifications per hour; by the end of the first year, more
than 5o million classifications were made by 150,000 people. That meant each galaxy
was seen by many different participants, which helped ensure the classifications were
reliable, accurate, and just as trustworthy as those made by professional
astronomers. Citizen scientists not only correctly identified the shapes and features of
the galaxies, but also discovered brand-new astronomical objects and brought to light
a whole new class of galaxy. These remarkable achievements could not have been
made without this tremendous response from the public.
