READING COMPREHENSION:
THE BRITISH PARLIAMENT
 The British Parliament split into two divisions, the House of Lords, which included the bishops and the aristocracy (or ‘peers’), and the House of Commons, which included representatives of the ordinary people.

The two Houses still exist today, but over the centuries the elected House of Commons has become the more powerful.

The Lords, whose members are not elected and who traditionally inherited their seat in the House from their fathers, no longer have the automatic right to block new laws.

The British parliament is one of the oldest parliamentary systems in the world, and foreigners are often puzzled by some of its ancient customs. During debates in the House of Commons, for example, members are not permitted to refer to each other by name, but must use the title “The Honourable Member”. The Lord Chancellor, who controls debates in the House of Lords, must sit on the ‘woolsack’, a seat filled with wool that originated in the 14th century when wool was a symbol of Britain’s prosperity.
The position of the  Lord Chancellor will soon be abolished. This is just one of the radical changes that have been imposed on the 700-year-old parliament in recent years, including the creation of a separate Scottish Parliament and Welsh and Northern Irish Assemblies.
